The FSA has a long-term strategy for recruitment and training of Meat Hygiene 
Inspectors across England and Wales. Recruitment numbers are determined by 
geographical requirements. The FSA runs two recruitment campaigns each year and holds 
open evenings, social media campaigns and advertises in relevant publications to raise 
awareness of the role and maximise awareness.
