The National Heritage Memorial Fund (NHMF) was established by Parliament in 1980 and is 
funded centrally through grant-in-aid. NHMF awards grants for buying items which are of 
outstanding interest, are important to the national heritage, and which are: at risk of being 
developed, damaged or lost; or have a clear memorial link. 

The table shows the awards that have been made by the Trustees ofNHMF to Welsh 
Museums and Galleries, or towards the establishment of buildings and collections for public 
access. This is from the inception of the NHMF IOn 1980 until the date ofthe last award, 
which was made in May 1999. In addition, there have also been 73 awards to museums and 
col~ections in Wales from the Heritage Lottery Fund since its establishment in 1995, totalling 
£7,637,099 ..
