The Deputy Minister for Children and Social Services (Gwenda Thomas): Within our Tackling Poverty Action Plan, the Welsh Government has identified high quality, affordable childcare as a key priority. Indeed, we have made a commitment to double the number of children benefiting from Flying Start, through support for families, health visiting and childcare places.  This means that during the lifetime of this Government 36,000 children, that is almost a quarter of all children in Wales under the age of 4, will be able to benefit.  We have allocated an additional £55 million revenue funding over the period to 2015, and a total of £19 million capital has now been made available to 2015, to enable Local Authorities to develop the infrastructure needed to meet the needs of the Flying Start programme. 
We provide, though, a range of funding support to childcare that seeks to meet the needs of families in Wales.  This funding is delivered through a number of grants and initiatives, and the Welsh Government has directed funding for childcare as follows:

In addition to the above grants, the following programmes and the Financial Contingency Fund also contribute to childcare provision in Wales:

Genesis Wales 2

Total expenditure on childcare from 2009 to September 2012 for the Genesis Wales 2 programme was £10.193 million.  This figure includes costs for crèche and childcare, and staff costs of Local Authority crèche workers.

Communities First 

Under the previous Communities First Programme, all CF partnerships (circa 152) received an indicative budget of ‘Travel & Subsistence: Childcare / Carer Costs’ of around £1,000 per partnership per annum. 

The new Communities First programme supports a wide range of initiatives which help to deliver on the three strategic outcomes of Healthy Communities, Prosperous Communities and Learning Communities.  To achieve this, the Welsh Government understands that additional support is required for families wishing to retrain or re-enter the workplace. Therefore CF funding will be supporting some childcare costs which are linked to the delivery of the programme

Financial Contingency Fund

Higher Education (HE) students with children are currently able to claim a statutory Childcare Grant to help with the costs of childcare.  In recognition that some student parents are unable to afford the balance of the cost of the childcare, help can also be provided from the Financial Contingency Fund (HE), a discretionary fund allocated to institutions by WG.  

There is no statutory provision for childcare for Further Education (FE) students.  However the Welsh Government makes money available via the Financial Contingency Fund (FE) the aim of which is similar to that in the HE sector.  
In 2010-11 eligible FE and HE students received over £2.9m towards their childcare costs from the Financial Contingency Fund. 

The total for 2011-12 does not include support provided via the Financial Contingency Fund as the data is not yet available.
