Leighton Andrews: The Welsh Government recognises the important role that Educational Psychologists have in tackling the challenges encountered by children and young people in education.  

Each year the Welsh Government makes provision for this training from the Revenue Settlement Grant at the request of the WLGA. The WLGA have issued provisional figures to the Welsh Government for this funding in 2013-14 at the same level as last year.

The responsibility however for provision and funding of educational psychologists rests with local authorities rather than direct financial support that would otherwise be determined by the Higher Education Funding Council for Wales (HEFCW).

Fee and bursary support for educational psychology students at Cardiff University is funded via the WLGA and is therefore a matter for local authorities and the WLGA to determine.  

Last year my officials met with the Welsh Local Government Association (WLGA) to discuss in detail the future finding of the University of Cardiff’s Doctorate in Educational Psychology Programme.
