The Deputy Minister for Children and Social Services (Gwenda Thomas): I am committed to building a new system of paying for social care in Wales that is fair, affordable and sustainable in the long term. 
I broadly welcome the UK Government’s announcement of reforms in England from 2017. Its introduction of a cap on the costs of care is the same pragmatic approach I took in introducing in 2011 our £50 weekly maximum charge for the cost of non-residential care in Wales. 

The details of some of the UK Government’s plans, including how these would be implemented and any consequential funding for Wales, have yet to be confirmed and I understand may not be available for some months. The UK Government estimates the cost of its reforms in England as up to £1 billion a year. I am due to meet the UK Minister for Care Services, Norman Lamb MP, to discuss the UK Government’s plans and following this will provide a Statement to Assembly Members.

In the meantime I am building on previous engagement with stakeholders. I re-established the Paying for Care Stakeholder Advisory Group to consider the merits of the Dilnot Commission’s recommendations and their appropriateness for Wales.
