The Minister for Finance and Leader of the House (Jane Hutt): The Welsh Government’s policy is that public procurement opportunities should be open and accessible so that Wales-based suppliers may compete for them. The Supplier Qualification Information Database (SQuID) approach to pre-qualification in procurement has been developed and I launched this approach in February of this year.

The SQuID encourages buyers to adopt a risk based approach to setting qualification requirements and utilises a common catalogue of questions which reduces the time and cost of the process for suppliers. The SQuID therefore simplifies and reduces barriers to procurement that have historically limited Welsh-based suppliers’ ability to access our public contracts. 

Application of this innovative approach will enable local businesses to compete for public contracts and we are already seeing evidence of its impact: during the last financial year, two-thirds of all contract and framework places for construction contracts were secured by Welsh based contractors.

Public bodies in Wales are also actively encouraged to advertise all competitive contract opportunities via www.sell2wales.co.uk. The number of contracts below the EU threshold that were advertised on www.sell2wales.co.uk during 2011/12 shows an increase of 38% from 2009/10: visibility of these contracts is of particular importance to our smaller, more local suppliers.

The Minister for Health and Social Services (Lesley Griffiths): The NHS restructuring during 2007-08 and 2008-09 makes direct comparison of the raw information of spend on locum, agency or other non-permanent staff for each organisation, across the 5 year period, difficult. In order for the reader to make the comparison, the 2007-08 and 2008-09 expenditure has been presented using the current NHS Wales LHB structure.  The expenditure disclosed in the attached tables is based on that of the NHS Trusts that merged to form the current LHB structure.   

The figures disclosed do not include expenditure on bank staff as this expenditure in not included within agency costs.

The NHS Wales total spend on agency cost during the period 2007-08 to 2010-11 increased from £41.7m to £59.5m.  There has been a drop in expenditure on Agency costs in 2011-12 of approximately £4.3m to £55.2m.

The increase in the annual expenditure in 2011/12 for Velindre NHS Trust relates to the inclusion of locum and agency staff employed by National Wales Informatics Service (NWIS), who are hosted by Velindre.  Public Health Wales NHS Trust was established on 1 October 2009.

All figures have been extracted from the financial returns that accompany the audited accounts.
