2024).

o CoL officials visited Wales in November 2023 to discuss closer working, during which
they met with Fintech Wales and my officials.

o The City of London will be hosting a Welsh Tech showcase during Wales Tech Week
(29 Feb 2024) in partnership with the Welsh Government and Fintech Wales.

The Welsh Government maintains an open dialogue with TheCityUK, the organisation which
represents the financial services industry in the UK. | met with members of TheCityUK last
year here in Cardiff, at an event hosted by Eversheds.
